She has not got first aid/CPR certificates 
How much experience do you have with children please let us know from when you first started looking after children?

She said she has been an au pair for 4 families from the age of 16 in France and has experience with all age groups
Can you tell us why we should trust you with the children of one of our professional families?
She said she has a lot of experience live in and loves children 
What do you want to achieve from this experience and why do you want to do this work?
She wants a cultural experience in Italy and wants to improve her Italian, she loves to be an au pair and winning over the children
